The purpose of the event is to help those who empower and inform citizen-led efforts across the country to protect watersheds and human health.  Training for Trainers event is a unique chance for us to come together, develop our skills and share experiences from the field.  Participants will include organizers and trainers in non-profit organizations and agency-based watershed training programs from across the country. This training is not a basic course for watershed practitioners who are encouraged to attend the National River Rally (www.rivernetwork.org/rally) in May of 2008.  Many of these same trainers will be there as well! 
Where/When
Training for Trainers will be held at the Seabeck Christian Conference Center, Seabeck, Washington. It is on Hood Canal about 1 and ½ hours from the Seattle airport. For information on the facility go to http://www.seabeck.org/ Please prepare for a few days in a peaceful, rural community offering limited visitor services.  Tuesday, December 4, will be our travel day.  We will begin our training sessions after breakfast on Wednesday morning. We will try to arrange carpools from the airport on Tuesday and returning on Saturday morning.  Please make your flight arrangements accordingly. 
Costs and How to Register

The general cost of Training for Trainers is $275 ($375 for single accommodations), and includes four nights of lodgings (arriving Tuesday, December 4, departing Saturday, December 8) and meals (Wednesday breakfast through Saturday breakfast).

Are you working with local elected officials to help them understand community health and/or sourcewater issues? Come learn how to be more effective in your efforts to help passionate and committed groups and individuals make a difference.  
About the Tracks

Track A: Training Groups to Become Sustainable
· Communications Planning (Wednesday 9:00 to Thursday noon). This day and ½ session will teach you how to facilitate message-development sessions with grassroots groups and lead volunteers through a planning process for community-based outreach and communications activities. 

· Fund Raising Planning (Thursday 1:00 to Friday 5:00 pm). This session will teach you how to facilitate fund raising planning sessions for local, place-based organizations, and how to monitor and support their efforts to implement an annual fund raising plan. 
Track B: Training Groups and Individuals in Integrated Watershed Protection 

· Investigating Water Pollution and Community Health Concerns (Wednesday 9:00am to Thursday noon). This session will teach you how to work with a community to help them identify patterns of health concerns and their potential sources. 

· Promoting Sourcewater Protection (Thursday 1:00 to Friday 5:00). The Safe Drinking Water Act required every public drinking water provider to develop sourcewater assessments, and, for the most part, they have been completed. This session will teach you ways to communicate to other groups, individuals and local elected officials the importance of using those assessments for protection of the drinking water sources in your watershed. 
Please feel free to consider sending more than one person from your organization so that you can participate in both tracks. A full agenda and information on track presenters and will be available in November.
